CURRICULUM + GRADING SYSTEM

A Regina Christian School diploma is a respected achievement at
universities and colleges alike. Regina Christian School is an accredited
school with the province of Saskatchewan, and as such, RCS ensures all
courses required to attain a grade 12 standing with the province are
available to our students. Credits in Saskatchewan begin in grade 10.
Students need 24 credits outlined by the ministry to earn a diploma. RCS
offers a timetable that accommodates up to 12 credit classes per year and
offers all required courses for post-secondary entrance requirements. In
addition, a variety of elective options allow students to pursue passions
and interests. Within our classes, students engage in project, inquiry and
service based learning. Each year students complete a community service
requirement. All student work is assessed and reported on a 100-point
scale.

Enriched programming, for students focused on university prep, is
available through regular and Advanced Placement classes. We offer the
following Advanced Placement Courses: English Literature and
Composition, Calculus AB, Biology, Chemistry and Physics.
